o rooms. Part of the work to be done is to fix major mistakes in planning and construction that was done by people we
trusted were doing their job well. They are urget and important jobs to do and right now we have 4 Christian, honest
and skillfull builders here that can do and complete it well. If we let them go, they will find work somewhere else and
_ it will be very hard to get them to come back later.

We hawve built the whole house by God's step-by-step provision. It is debt-free, a real miracle of God. We trust that
God will continue providing so we can finish it, but feel now it is a time to share our need. We need $3500 to buy the

=4 rest of the materials and pay the salaries and the food of the 4 workers. We are using the last of our resources to
cover this week, but right now don't have any more.
